Readings and Reflections  

First Reading: I rejoice heartily in the LORD, in my God is the joy of my soul. (Is 61:10a) 

Reflect: Isaiah shares his understanding of his prophetic call and his experience of the Lord as a God of   

justice and compassion. As we continue in the season of Advent, what new spiritual insights are you           

discovering?   

Psalm: My soul rejoices in my God. (Is 61:10b) 

Second Reading: May the God of peace make you perfectly holy and may you entirely, spirit, soul, and body, 

be preserved blameless for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. (1 Thes 5:23) 

Reflect: Paul encourages the Thessalonians to be thankful to God and be active in their newly found faith in Christ by following his moral 

imperatives. How are you putting your faith into practice during this Advent?  

Gospel: “I am the voice of one crying out in the desert, ‘Make straight the way of the Lord.’” (Jn 1:23)  

Reflect: John tells us that the religious leaders in Jerusalem questioned the identity of John the Baptist, wondering if he was the Messiah, 

Elijah, or the Prophet who Moses prophesied would come. John the Baptist responds in humility, with a clear sense of his own call. Do 

you humbly accept God’s call in your life?
